New hub in Cornwall 

Getting food to people in Mid and West Cornwall is a real 
challenge – so we’re thrilled to be partnering with Fentenfenna 
Farm and the Gleaning Network Cornwall to create a local 
collection point in St Columb. By sharing resources and 
experience, together we can reach people most affected by 
the rural poverty trap.

Expanding employability

Now our Bristol employability programme is an established 
success, we’ll take FareChance to Plymouth, offering personal 
development, empowerment and training to a new group of 
people facing barriers to reaching their full potential.

More space for more food

With over 300 charities on our waiting list, we urgently 
need to expand our operations. We’ll locate a much bigger 
warehouse to replace our Little Ann site in Bristol and find 
more warehouse capacity in Plymouth. We’re collaborating 
with local food networks and food partners like Riverford to 
unlock access to more food. Meanwhile, our national partner 
FareShare UK are asking the government to act now to reset 
our broken food system and prioritise people in need. 

Community and events 

You turned wheels into meals at our Break the 
Cycle challenge, got muddy for money at the 
Chepstow Steeplechase and walked over hot 
coals at our Firewalk to raise over £23,000. We 
can’t wait to see what you do next! Two brilliant 
breweries – Lost & Grounded and Wiper & 
True - also raised £1167 through beer sales and 
community events.
